Word Document Creation

1. All data is arranged in tables

a. Spacing

i. Space between Questions and Choices is 8pt

ii. Space between Choices and next Question is 10pt

b. Table are centered on the page

2. The primary font is Arial

a. Headings use Arial 12pt

b. Numbering and Choices use Arial 10pt

3. All formula are created from Mathtype

a. Choices are usually arranged horizontally, 5 per line, using the alphabet to number each choice.

Naming

HTML files are created from the Word source document.  The title of an HTML will be “Sample Assessment Readiness Test for _______”

PDF files are created within Word, and are a second source for the students to get files to print out.
